Living Finishes
SBU, PBU, ABM, ABD, FBM, FBD, ORB, WBL, WBM
Designer Doorware’s living finishes are fabricated and coloured by hand:; variations in size, shape, and colour are a natural result of this process. Tooling marks and surface scratches are part of the character of the finished pieces. Most products
are sealed with wax, which over time is not impervious to moisture and corrosion or wear and tear. The standard wax coating allows the finish to age naturally and develop its own character and morph into the environment wearing off where it is
used most exposing the natural material underneath, this will patina with time and become a living finish. Due to the artisan, hand-made nature of these finishes, every product is unique. While we aim for consistency, there will always be a degree
of variance with living finishes. Do not use methylated spirits on any products with a living finish, as it may strip away any aesthetic or protective coating.

Plated, PVD & PCC Finishes

Do not use harsh solvents, abrasives cleaners or scourers on any Designer Doorware products as this may affect the thickness of protective coatings such as plating and powder-coating. Also note that powder-coated finishes may chip with rough
handling. and therefore caution should be taken during maintenance and use.

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DOOR PREPARATION

— If your door is pre-hored please proceed to step 2.

0 = Fold and place the template at desired height, on the high side of the door bevel.
= Center punch the edge and face bores based on door thickness and backset.
= Drill the 2 1/2” diameter face bore. Drill from both sides to prevent splintering.
= Drill a 1” diameter edge bore, 3 1/2” deep from the edge of the door.

= Place tubular deadbolt into edge bore and mark outline.

0 = Mortise door edge to a depth of 4mm.
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MARK & DRILL OUTLINE MORTISE

= Center punch the jamb (A), directly opposite the tubular deadbolt.

= Using the preferred method make a 1 1/8” wide * 2 3/8% tall * 3mm deep cutout (B).
= Using the preferred method make a 1” wide * 1 3/8“ tall * 1 1/8” deep cutout (C).

= Place the striker into cutout B and mark the two screw center points.

= Drill two pilot holes for the 3” wood screws or combination screws.

= Assemble all parts as shown.

= Lubricant is recommended when installing the 3” wood screws.

BACKSET ADJUSTMENT & DEADBOLT MOUNTING

= Rotating the tubular deadbolt (D) allows you to adjust between backsets.

= Set the backset to the required length.

= Place the deadbolt into the edge bore. Ensure the + shaped hub is at the bottom.
= Using the two short combination screws, fasten the deadbolt to the door.
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TRIM ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

= Place the escutcheon (E) over the face bore on the external side of the door.

= Place the cylinder (F) over the escutcheon with the tail horizontal.

= Ensure that the tail has passed through the deadbolt horizontally.

= Place the mount ring (G) over the face bore on the internal side of the door.

= Using a Ph. 2 screwdriver, place screws (H) into the mount ring and assemble.

= The screws will then clamp all the parts together.

= The escutcheon can be adjusted to be square by slightly loosening the screws.

= Once the escutcheon is adjusted to your liking, tighten the screws.

= NOTE: For 36-44mm door thicknesses place cylinder spacer behind cylinder (F).
This is not required if you are using an E120 or E170 for this door thickness.

ASSEMBLE TRIM

TRIM ASSEMBLY - FINAL TOUCHES

= Place the snib trim (I) over the mount ring and cylinder tail.

= 0n the underside of the snib assembly you will see a threaded hole.

= Using the allen key and set screw provided, insert and tighten the grub screw.
= Ensure the snib assembly is square before completely tightening.
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
